communities that are considering how best to address unsheltered homelessness. Ending Homelessness for

People Living in Encampments and these case studies explore communities’ efforts to link people living in

encampments with permanent housing opportunities matched with the right level of services.

e Key Considerations for Implementing Emergency Shelter within an Effective Crisis Response
System discusses how shelter can divert people from the homelessness service system when possible, foster

low-barrier access to emergency services, and serve as a platform for housing access.

e Questions to Consider Regarding Inclusionary Zoning Policy helps cities and states explore inclusionary

zoning as one tool to expand the supply of affordable housing.
